2.   Inspect the entry slide fastener over the entire length for ease of operation.  Slide fasteners with loose or missing teeth will need to be repaired prior to ANY future use.  Lubricate slide fastener (inside and out) with PARAFFIN.


3.   Hand-wash the entire suit as required in a solution of warm water, disinfectant and detergent.  Rinse thoroughly and hang in a warm area to dry.

4.   Lightly dust the wrist and neck seals with talcum powder.  
(TALCUM POWDER USED TO LUBRICATE THE DRY SUITS SEALS WILL NOT CONTAIN ANY IMPREGNATED OILS OR SCENTS)
